Our main aim is to
satisfy unmet need which is no longer the case
with beds in residential accommodation. There
is currenily an over provision of these beds
which will only increase as the April 93
Regulations continue to bite.

You will be glad to know that all the men have
been re-located and are very happy in
the new homes of their choice.
